Item I – Call to Order  The meeting was called to order at 6:40 p.m.   
Item II – Public Comment  Times Argus reporter Stephen Mills sought clarity in regard to the Resignation and Settlement Agreement between the Board and departing superintendent Dr. Ricca.  Mr. Mills asked why, if the school district did not miss an April 1 deadline to notify Dr. Ricca that it was not renewing his contract, did the Board agree to continue paying Dr. Ricca at his current annual pay rate plus benefits for nine months after departure or until he gets another job?  Mrs. Braun responded by saying that the Board did what was in the best interest of the district.  
Item III – Consent Agenda 
Superintendent Ricca requested the addition of three sets of Minutes (two from March 26, 2018 and one from March 29, 2018), as well as a co-curricular appointment, to the consent agenda.  Mrs. Braun asked that the UES bathroom bid be removed from the consent agenda.

Ms. Asay moved, seconded by Ms. Bowen, to approve the consent agenda including minutes of the March 21, 2018 regular meeting, minutes of the March 26, 2018 special meetings (two sets), minutes of the March 29, 2018 special meeting, Warrant 21 dated April 12, 2018 in the amount of $739,972.83, and a co-curricular contract (see listing).  Motion carried unanimously.  
There was discussion about the UES bathroom bid, i.e., which set of bathrooms the bid covers and the need for the Board to approve the bid.  Following discussion, Ms. Muncy moved, seconded by Ms. Asay, to approve the UES bathroom bid.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Item IV – Limitations Policy 2.7 – Compensation and Benefits
· Approve HRA Plan Document Resolution and Authorize Business Manger to Sign Plan Documents
Business Manager Geisler explained the reason behind the request.  Ms. Bowen moved, seconded by Ms. Asay, to approve the HRA Plan Document and to authorize Business Manager Geisler to sign the plan documents.  Motion carried unanimously.
